He also stressed the need for quality teachers 
and expressed that it is pathetic that youngsters 
are not preferring teaching profession. He also 
reminded that unless we have quality oriented 
teachers to impart quality education, we cannot 
reach global standards and what we are enjoying 
in the country today is the result of the selfless 
services of our excellent teachers. 
He also expressed his anxiety that among the 
thousand student candidates, only very few are 
employable and the companies have to provide
